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1- Print Ludvig on cardstock. Color your friend!
2- Cut out Ludvig leaving a small white

border around each piece.
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3-Poke holes on each dot with a sharp

needle.
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4-Attach pieces with small brads.
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5-Attach a stick to the back of the puppet

with a glue gun.
